Topic-NAVAIR Program Management MAC Acquisition

A copy of the presentation will be made available to the membership after Public Affairs has completed review and approved for release. 

1. The focus of the presentation is on barriers, obstacles, and concerns, which MAC poses for Small Business concerns.

2. Program Management Support Services provides support for 65% of the PMA’s at NAVAIR.

3. Scope  – program, financial and engineering management support service requirements.

4. Estimated value $1 Billion over a 5-year period.

5. Award anticipated August 2003

6. Environmental Scan

7. Question & Answer period-General questions ranged from the size standard of the MAC (541330 Engineering Services for Military and Aerospace Equipment and Military Weapons $23M) to subcontracting opportunities (mandatory 23% of the level of effort under each task order) to similarity to the SEAPORT contract (the requirement will be similar but significantly different because the MAC reserves award for small businesses as SEAPORT does not).
